National Infant Immunization Week is an annual event that promotes the benefits of
immunizations to improve the health of children and highlights the importance of
protecting infants and young children from preventable diseases. This year, a
primary focus is to ensure families stay on track with their children’s medical visits
and routinely recommended vaccinations, even during the pandemic. The goals are

to:
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Raise awareness of the importance of vaccines

Expand immunization coverage

Promote national and cross-border activities in joint efforts to prevent disease
and save lives
