Stay dry, moisture can damage the insulating effectiveness of clothing.
Pay extra attention to your daily needs: get enough sleep, eat high energy foods, drink
warm beverages to help your body stay warm, and avoid alcoholic beverages.
e Roads may become icy and slippery. If you have to drive, remember to slow down and

keep your full attention on the road. Maintain enough distance from vehicles in front of
you.
