El Paso, Texas— El Paso Police arrest an auto thief with the assistance of
The Department of Public Safety. The investigation from auto theft
investigators revealed the victim had just arrived at a residence on the 11100
block of llan Ramon Pl and parked in the driveway. The victim left her keys in
the vehicle and the driver's door open as she walked towards her front door.
Hernandez then entered the vehicle and drove away. The victim flagged
down a passing motorist who turned out to be an undercover police officer.
